The Church’s Missionary Transformation—#71

Challenges from urban cultures

The new Jerusalem, the holy city (cf. Rev 21:2-4), is the
goal towards which all of humanity is moving. It is curi-
ous that God’s revelation tells us that the fullness of hu-
manity and of history is realized in a city. We need to
look at our cities with a contemplative gaze, a gaze of
faith which sees God dwelling in their homes, in their
streets and squares. God’s presence accompanies the sin-
cere efforts of individuals and groups to find encourage-
ment and meaning in their lives. He dwells among them,
fostering solidarity, fraternity, and the desire for good-
ness, truth and justice. This presence must not be con-
trived but found, uncovered. God does not hide himself
from those who seek him with a sincere heart, even
though they do so tentatively, in a vague and haphazard
manner.

Fr. Terry’s Remarks—

Nearly all of us love the open spaces, the mountains, the
seas, the open skies and the rolling landscape. Yet, for
generations upon generations we have been fleeing them
all for the cities. We think we are closer to God on the
mountain top or in the silence of the forest but truth be
told: God loves the cities best. God prefers to be with his
beloved sons and daughters that teem our great cities and
large towns that dot the landscape and for some are a
blight on it. We need to avert our gaze more often from
the beauties of Nature and concentrate more on the face
of God in all these shuffling and bustling people around
us on our city streets and in our crowded tenements. The
Heavenly Jerusalem is for us; Castro Valley, San Francis-
co and where many go on retreat: Las Vegas. We are
able to feel or imagine the presence of God as we gaze
on the rolling waves or stand aloft on a mountainside but
Jesus is all around us in the swirling cityscape, fostering
solidarity, building fraternity and sisterly love and in-
creasing our desire for goodness, truth and justice. It is
God who created the wondrous universe in which we live
and move. It is by God's power and grace that we build
our underground, our roads, our dwellings mean and spa-
cious. May we from now on continue to seek and find
Him on our streets, down our subways and sitting or
standing beside us at the table.
