TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
Most languages take the name for this fifty-day season 
from the Lord’s Passover: Pasqua in Italian, Pâques in 
French, Paach in Dutch, Pascha in Greek and Russian. 
English has a much newer name, the name of a pagan god-
dess, Eoster. For centuries before Christianity took hold, 
in both Germany and Britain the spring equinox was dedi-
cated to her and the concepts of fertility and rebirth. She 
was said to be a playful spirit, following the Sun King’s 
chariot, and ending the reign of winter. She had a magical 
companion, a rabbit who hid eggs in the fields to coax 
plants and animals to rebirth. It was believed that Eoster 
once came across a bird with broken wings and saved it by 
turning it into a rabbit—an egg-laying rabbit at that! Alt-
hough they were baptized, most people didn’t take to the 
new Latin name (Pascha Domini) too easily, and kept 
calling the spring equinox by the old accustomed name. 
For good measure, they kept a pagan name for Christmas, 
too: Yule.

LETTER FROM POPE FRANCIS 
THE “JOY OF THE GOSPEL” CONTINUED... 

The Proclamation of the Gospel—#233 
 

Realities are more important than ideas. 
 
Realities are greater than ideas. This principle has to 
do with incarnation of the word and its being put into 
practice: “By this you know the Spirit of God: every 
spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ is come in the 
flesh is from God” (1 Jn 4:2). The principle of reali-
ty, of a word already made flesh and constantly striv-
ing to take flesh anew, is essential to evangelization. 
It helps us to see that the Church’s history is a histo-
ry of salvation, to be mindful of those saints who in-
culturated the Gospel in the life of our peoples and to 
reap the fruits of the Church’s rich bimillennial tradi-
tion, without pretending to come up with a system of 
thought detached from this treasury, as if we wanted 
to reinvent the Gospel. At the same time, this princi-
ple impels us to put the word into practice, to per-
form works of justice and charity which make that 
word fruitful. Not to put the word into practice, not 
to make it reality, is to build on sand, to remain in 
the realm of pure ideas and to end up in a lifeless and 
unfruitful self-centredness and gnosticism. 
 
 
 
Fr. Terry’s Remarks— So many of us really 
think we are reality people, we are sure we are peo-
ple of facts and figures but the reality-that word 
again- is we find it extremely hard to deal with reali-
ty.  I don't want to knock Disney World,  but so 
many of us love it!!!  At the heart of our Faith is;  
'the Word became Flesh and dwells with us.' Yet, we 
hate the flesh, we are forever trying to push Jesus 
back into heaven so that we (He and us) are away 
from the horrible realities of living. It is much easier 
to live in a spiritual world of our own making.  As 
Pope Francis reminds in today's paragraph ; ''Not to 
put the word into practice, not to make it Reality, is 
to build on sand, to remain in the realm of pure ideas 
and to end up in lifeless and unfruitful self-
centeredness and gnosticism.''
